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Prior to settlement, 18 million acres of prairie covered Minnesota. Prairies were part of the largest ecosystem in North America, which stretched from Canada to Mexico and from the Rockies to Indiana. Less than one percent of Minnesota's native prairie remains. 
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Prairies provide living space for many of Minnesota's rare plants and animals.  Less than 150,000 acres of the state's original prairies remain. 
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
